Humanitarian and development role

On September 2014 9, the United Nations honored
His Highness Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad Al-Ahmad Al-Ahmad
Al-Sabah as the «Leader of Humanitarian Action» and chose
Kuwait as a «World Center for Humanitarian Action» in
recognition of His Highness>s efforts in the humanitarian
and development fields. The conference hosted the first three
conferences in 2014 ;2013 and 2015, and participated in the
fourth conference held in Britain in 2016.

Support education and development

The participation of Kuwait in calling for donor
conferences not only for the Syrian people, but also for
many countries suffering from problems and hardships,
including the conference to support education in Somalia,
the East Sudan Development Conference, the relief of
Gaza children, support for the reconstruction of Iraq,
African and Asian.

«Kuwait has since its independence adopted a firm
approach in its foreign policy, based on the need to provide
humanitarian assistance,» he said. «This is the fourth
anniversary of this international honor. To all countries
in need, away from the geographical, religious and ethnic
determinants, based on their belief and conviction of the
importance of international partnership.

In this file, we review the biography of His Highness
the Amir Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad, may God protect him
and his family ...

Birth

Sheikh Sabah al-Ahmad was born in 1928, the 15th
ruler of Kuwait and the fourth son of the tenth ruler of
Kuwait, Sheikh Ahmad al-Jaber, who ruled Kuwait from
1921 to 1950.

Education

Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad received his education at
the Mubarakiya school. His father brought him several
teachers to teach him. His father also sent him to several
countries to study and acquire knowledge and experience.

Positions held

Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad was appointed in 1954 as
a member of the Supreme Executive Committee on the
organization of the interests of the State under Sheikh
Abdullah Al-Salem. He was appointed head of the
Department of Social Affairs in 1955 and head of the
Publications Department in 1957. In the formation of the
Ministries of State after the independence of Kuwait in
1961, And became the head of Kuwait>s delegation to the
United Nations and the League of Arab States. In 1963, he
held the post of Foreign Minister until 2003, the year he
assumed the post of Prime Minister.

His assumption

Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad assumed power on 29 January
2006 after his pledge to succeed Sheikh Saad Al-Abdullah
because of his illness.

Early humanitarian action

He is the Honorary Chairman of the Peopless
Committee for Fundraising since its establishment in 1954
until now, a charitable committee established by a number
of Kuwaiti merchants.

He also chaired the Standing Committee for Gulf and
Southern Arab Assistance in 1963, which carried out many
educational and developmental projects in the Gulf and the
Arab South.

Reform between rival states

His Highness the Amir Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad has
played a prominent role in the long-standing reform of
nations, peoples and organizations.

He continues to play this role and is even asked to
intervene in the event of political crises between countries,
in view of his wisdom and after his consideration and his
distinguished relations and the appreciation of all of him.
He is a referee among the specialists. He provides solutions
to them, contributes to resolving disputes, and has the right



word for everyone. Its solutions, initiatives and reforms.
Humanitarian and charitable initiatives

His Highness Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad Al-Ahmad
Al-Ahmad Al-Sabah has taken part in international
humanitarian initiatives to assist the affected countries
through the establishment of international donor
conferences, in order to raise funds from countries,
governments and humanitarian organizations to support
countries affected by disasters and catastrophes.
Kuwait has been in Kuwait for many years through
Kuwaiti governmental and non-governmental funds and
foundations, including the Kuwaiti Fund for Development,
which was established in the early sixties and whose soft
loans reached 4.5 billion dinars, Where the Kuwaiti fund
was headed by Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad since 1965.

In addition, Kuwait has donated $ 300 million to
support the Palestinian cause at the donor conference in
Paris.

And the launching of the initiative of Sheikh Sabah
Al-Ahmad to establish a fund in the Arab world for small
projects in 2009 at the Economic Summit for Social
Development.

Donor conferences

Kuwait has held several donor conferences, as follows:

* Donors> Conference for Eastern Sudan in Kuwait in
2010: The participation of 42 countries with pledges and
contributions worth 3.5 billion dollars, attended by 30
regional and international organizations, 78 civil society
organizations and 84 companies, and Kuwait contributed
$ 500 million.

* The First Donors Conference to Support the Syrian
People in Kuwait in 59 :2013 countries participated in
pledges amounting to 1.6 billion dollars. Kuwait provided
300 million dollars. The conference was attended by 13
international humanitarian organizations committed to 194
million dollars.

* Second donor conference to support the Syrian
people in Kuwait in 2014: It was attended by 69 countries
and 24 humanitarian organizations, in which pledges of $
6 billion and Kuwait provided $ 500 million and pledged
international organizations $ 183 million.

* Donors Conference for the reconstruction of Gaza in
Cairo in 2014: participated in this conference 50 countries
pledged $ 5.7 billion to help Gaza after the Zionist
aggression, and Kuwait has provided $ 200 million, aimed
at the reconstruction of Gaza in the sectors of population,
industrial and development.

* Third donor conference to support the Syrian people
in Kuwait in 2015: participated in 79 countries and 40
humanitarian organizations with pledges of $ 8.4 billion,
and donated Kuwait $ 500 million.

e The Fourth Donors Conference to Support the
Syrian People in Britain in 70 :2016 countries pledged to
contribute about 9 billion dollars. The host country, Britain,
invited the Emir of Kuwait to the honorary presidency of
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the conference. Kuwait provided 300 million dollars in this
conference.

* Conference of donors to support education in Somalia
in Kuwait in 2017.

* International Conference on the suffering of the
Palestinian child under the violations of the Zionist entity
to the Convention on the Rights of the Child in Kuwait in
2017.

* Kuwait International Conference for the
Reconstruction of Iraq in Kuwait in 2018: This conference
was attended by 76 countries, pledged $ 30 billion, and
Kuwait has provided one billion dollars.

Kuwait has also provided many assistance to countries
and peoples, which has impressed the world with such
assistance. His Highness Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad, at the
World Humanitarian Summit in Turkey in May 2016,
stressed the need to end conflicts and tensions in the face of
humanitarian crises and expressed his country>s $ 5 billion
contribution over the past five years.

Kuwait will continue its humanitarian work for the
development of countries and peoples in light of the march
of the Al-Sabah governors who support the good and the
fans, the Kuwaiti people and civil society and the private
sector in support of the charitable work.

Commander of Humanitarian Action

On September 2014 )9, the United Nations called
the Emir of Kuwait Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad Al-Jaber
Al-Sabah as the leader of humanitarian action and the
designation of Kuwait as a center for humanitarian action.
A report on the World Development Initiatives in Britain
in 2014, Gulf and the first in the world from 20 countries
relative to national income Kuwait came in the most
generous countries.

All these humanitarian achievements were achieved
by Kuwait and culminated in its charitable efforts with
His Highness>s initiatives. Kuwait continues to attract the
attention of the world to its human actions and charitable
fingerprints, which have filled various parts of the world
and remain a testimony to Kuwait>s love for charitable
work and its roots in the hearts of its rulers and people.
